Teens for Sobriety, a
Lincoln High School
organization, is a group of
students who are fighting against
the culture of acceptance of underage
drinking.

After doing much research, the
group discovered that the average age
youth reported to have started drinking
was a shockingly low 13 years old.
With their research and information in
hand, the group, with the help of
advisor and counselor Shelia Michels,
focused on prevention prior to age 13.

They met extensively through-
out a three month period developing a
45-minute presentation aimed at 5th
graders (ages 10-11). The program
includes a demonstrative skit, an
interactive activity, a trivia game, and
discussion time that helps students
understand the facts and problems of
under age drinking, as well as peer

pressure. They also created a
package of information to give to

parents of fifth graders that includes a

card or letter with an important
message, a refrigerator magnet, and
a pamphlet entitled, “Start Talking
Before They Start Drinking: A Family
Guide.”

Since starting this project,
they have made 12 presentations to
area fifth graders, reaching 270
young students with their message -
and they have been booked to
present in at least three more
classrooms this next school year.

“It was interesting to see the look of
surprise on the fifth graders’ faces
when we gave them the information
we had prepared, they didn’t realize
