The Dream Pool Foundation does not require that the applicant provide 

any further financial information but reserves the right to deny scholarship payment to any initially 

selected recipient who has accepted a full scholarship from another source(s).

1. Visual Arts Program Major including Art Therapy,

3. Autobiography: Submit a 1-2 page autobiography recognizing your activities, community

service awards, reasons for pursuing a degree in the visual arts and how you plan· on using

your knowledge and skills upon graduation.

4. 2 letters of recommendation. (at least one from an art instructor).
